3. On a separate sheet of paper, write your story about the history, journeys, and dangers to a Tiger Salaman-
der. What is your salamander’s name, develop her family and her home. How long have her ancestors

lived on earth?

4. On a separate sheet of paper, draw a sketch of your Tiger Salamander in its home environment.

Find out where and when you might see a Tiger Salamander. Where does your Tiger Salamander live?

5. Visit alocal aquarium and see what types of Salamanders they have, compare and contrast the species.

6. Describe the uniqueness of the Tiger Salamander. How has it adapted over time? Are they different from

other Salamanders? Describe the back of the Tiger Salamander.

7. How does the Tiger Salamander protect itself from its predators? Who are the predators of the Tiger Sala-

mander? If this species becomes extinct how does it affect the lifecycle of those predators?

8. Where and when do this Tiger Salamanders nest? How big are their eggs? What size are their babies?

9. What could you do to help preserve the Tiger Salamander in its environment?

10. Find out about at least 5 other endangered plants or animals in your area. List the 5 species below. If you

do not have any in your area, list others in our state.
