The Leadership Development Pin is awarded for completion of the basic adult training (Orientation, Getting Started, Safety-Wise, Leadership Essentials, First Aid/CPR Level 1, Troop Camping Certification or its equivalent) and she/he has participated in at least two meetings beyond troop such as service unit meetings. Additional training is recognized by leaves. 
Leadership Development Leaves: A total of 5 leaves may be attached to the pin. A green leaf represents 10 accumulated hours of training beyond the requirements of the Leadership Development Pin. Five green leaves may be converted into one silver leaf. Five silver leaves may be turned in for one gold leaf. Courses, workshops, and training events are to be in subject areas that increase your skills in working with girls as delivered by Girl Scouts of Northern California or accredited organizations. For First Aid/CPR or Troop Camping Certification you may secure another registered adult in your troop to complete this requirement.
